It is a great
threat and danger to the peace and tranquility of the world,
as well as the future of humanity. Oppression is one of the
primary causes behind the downfall and destruction of
societies.

Dear Muslims!

Allah the Almighty (swt) has commanded the
establishment of justice on earth and the eradication of
oppression. He (swt) has entrusted all the prophets He has
sent with the duty of fighting against oppression and
oppressors for the truth to prevail, and warned those who
refrain from standing against oppression and oppressors.®
Therefore, just as oppression is a great sin, consenting to it
is also a grave sin and a heavy responsibility. It is a
fundamental requirement of faith to stand with the
oppressed and to mobilize both material and spiritual
resources on their behalf. For whatever reason, supporting
the oppressor, inclining towards them, or ignoring their
oppression makes one an accomplice to every crime they
commit. Our Almighty Lord (swt) warns us in this regard

as follows, JEn K2z 1,206 5t 11,2855 53 “Do not be
inclined to the wrongdoers or you will be touched by
the Fire.*

Dear Believers!

The oppression that has been committed in Palestine
for years has escalated into an unprecedented genocide
over the past year. A nation is being systematically erased
from history before the eyes of the world. The Zionist

oppressors have massacred and continue to massacre tens
of thousands of innocent people, regardless of children,
women and the elderly, in Gaza.

It is to stand
resolutely against those who support oppression and those
who have a hand in the blood of thousands of innocent
people in every field. It is not to remain indifferent to the
activities and events held against oppression and
oppressors. Let us not forget that every step we take, every
word we speak, and every action we undertake against the
oppressors will contribute to restoring peace and
tranquility in Islamic countries and alleviating the
suffering of the oppressed.

I would like to conclude this Friday’s khutbah with
our Prophet’s (saw) following hadith that instructs us to
remain vigilant and cautious against evil, wickedness,
oppression, and oppressors at all times: “Whoever of you
sees something evil, let him change it with his hand;
and if he is not able, then with his tongue; and if he is
not able, then with his heart, and that is the weakest of
faith.”’
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
