To live by the Sunnah is to act
with a sense of being an ummah, to love one another
for the sake of Allah, to unite like the bricks of a
building, and to share both our joys and sorrows. To
live according to the Sunnah is to spend a lifetime
without letting one day resemble another.

As in the past, humanity today remains in need
of the timeless messages of the Messenger of Allah
(saw). His Sunnah contains virtues that touch every
heart, speak to every individual, and guide every
community. This is expressed in the Holy Qur’an as
follows, “Indeed, in the Messenger of Allah you
have an excellent example for whoever has hope in
Allah and the Last Day, and remembers Allah
often.”?

Dear Believers!

Our duty is to regard the commands of Allah
and the Sunnah of the Messenger of Allah (saw) as
more important and valuable than anything else. It is
to strive to embody the noble character of our Prophet
